	CYP2D6/ondansetron implementation resources 
	· Kelly walked the group through the supplemental tables and figures.
· No comments or discussion. 
	· Kelly will send out guideline to all CPIC members for review

	CYP2C19-CYP2D6/TCAs implementation resources 

	· Kelly/Mark D. walked the group through the supplemental tables and figures.
· Unique challenge for this guideline – incorporating 2 genes into the tables/figures.
· Currently have tables and figures for 3 different scenarios – CYP2D6 implemented alone, CYP2C19 implemented alone, and both CYP2D6 and CYP2C19 implemented. 
· Decided to include just the 2-gene tables/figures, with footnotes to explain that if you have only implemented one gene, you can use the table/figure by assuming a “normal metabolizer” status for the other gene. 
· Debated between including a simple CDS figure vs. a more complex CDS figure that accounted for how you would build the logic in an EHR. 
· Decided to replace the simple CDS figure with the more complex one to better inform informatics personnel on how to develop the CDS appropriately. 
· Will include a footnote on figures about how to adapt the figure to other TCAs beside amitriptyline. 
· Discussed how to best word certain pre-test alerts.
· If you are CYP2D6 UM, do you need a CYP2C19 pre-test alert given the fact that you wouldn’t use amitriptyline anyway? 
· If you are only implementing CYP2C19, what should the pre-test alert say? Mention both CYP2C19 and CYP2D6? 
· Working group discussed. Kelly will follow-up with the guideline authors for their opinions.

	Submitting standardized terms to SNOMED
	· Kelly and Bob have been looking into this.
· All CPIC genes have existing SNOMED codes except SLCO1B1 and DPYD.
· SNOMED has tutorial that walks you through each step regarding how to submit a new term or change existing terms.  There are 11 types of change requests. 
· SNOMED allows for multiple parenting of concepts.  Example of parenting: CYP variation is currently parented under “metabolic disease.” 
· What we need to do: 1) Determine what terms already exist in SNOMED; 2) Cross-reference existing terms with our terms to identify overlap areas where we need to add new concepts; 3) Determine if the current SNOMED terms are parented correctly; 4) Create a comprehensive list of change requests. 
· Will need CPIC informatics volunteers to work on this project. 
· Very important project – at the core of what we are trying to do as a group to help facilitate the integration of pharmacogenetics in EHRs.
	· Kelly will put together list of pharmacogenetics terms as they currently exist in SNOMED
