	· Rose reviewed the tables/figures.  Of note, this guideline update requires a two-gene model for implementation (HLA-B*15:02 and HLA-A*31:01), so the amitriptyline tables/figures were used as a template.

	SNOMED Terms Submission 


	· James presented an update on the SNOMED terms submission process.
· He reviewed a summary document that provides background information and details regarding specific terms to be added and removed from SNOMED.  These details will be shared with CPIC members to allow for feedback and validate consensus beyond the informatics work group.
· We agreed international feedback and support is important since SNOMED is used around the world.  The Dutch Pharmacogenetics Working Group was mentioned specifically because of their ongoing engagement with CPIC and perhaps other international pgx groups/individuals can provide input before submission to SNOMED. 
· We discussed the need for ‘possible’ terms.  Need to clearly define what is meant by ‘possible’ and submit ‘possible’ terms for certain genes as needed (e.g., TPMT, CYP2D6).   This forces gene by gene submissions. 
	· Kelly to draft a survey based on summary document to gather feedback from CPIC members and others.
· James to discuss this initiative and survey on upcoming CPIC call. 
· Michelle to create a post about the survey on the PharmGKB blog, which will make this public. 
· Kelly/James to seek feedback of SNOMED proposal from DPWG and other international colleagues.

	CPIC Website and Usability of Resources 
	· Kelly reviewed recent changes to the CPIC website, including the organization of implementation tables/figures on individual guideline pages and the link to the gene-specific tables on the PharmGKB website (https://www.pharmgkb.org/page/pgxGeneRef).
· There were suggestions to make Tables 1 and 2 easily viewable on the individual guideline pages.  This will make the page more user-friendly to clinicians (e.g. from a quick search). However, others expressed concern that clinicians will not read the entire guideline and therefore miss key information.  We agreed there must be a balance between ease of use and providing complete information.
