	As per prior CPIC discussions, CPIC has sent letters and emails with links to all current CPIC guidelines to CMS contractors (e.g. Palmetto) and private insurers (e. g. BlueCross Blue Shield, Aetna, United Healthcare) to make the guidelines as accessible as possible to the decision makers/gatekeepers. 	Guideline updates: DPYD/5-FU and HLA-B/carbamazepine
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Authorship plans are being prepared for updates to the DPYD/5-FU and HLA-B/carbamazepine guideline. Kelly and CPIC leadership will work with the senior author to identify authors for the guideline updates. These guideline updates will include additional variants and likely will be major updates. Discussed editorial and paper (http://jco.ascopubs.org/content/early/2015/12/07/JCO.2015.64.2546.full) describing a study that shows that, in the case of the DYPD*2A variant, reduction in toxicity-related patient expenses approximately offsets the added cost of testing for a single SNP. The editorial also describes additional DYPD variants that may also contribute to 5-FU toxicity.
