-CYP2D6/tamoxifen: Evidence review underway
-CYP2C19/voriconazole: Evidence review complete; writing underway
-CYP2D6/ondansetron: Evidence review complete; writing underway
-RYR1/succinylcholine: Evidence review underway
 
Guideline Updates:
- CYP2C9/VKORC1, warfarin: Evidence review underway
- CYP2C19-CYP2D6/TCA: Evidence review underway
Will begin updates for HLA-B/carbamazepine and DPYD/5-FU in the next few months. We will be adding information regarding additional variants to these guidelines.
