	Julie Johnson reviewed the adult and pediatric recommendation for the warfarin guideline update. Julie pointed out how this guideline differs in format/structure from most CPIC guidelines. Prompted questions and discussion specifically about definitions regarding African ancestry, time to achieve INR and INR reversal based on CYP2C9 genotype, and how to handle variants not included in the algorithm, among others. Authors will or have already addressed these points in the text of the guideline.
