	TPMT/NUDT15-thiopurine guideline update authorship plan approved
	The TPMT/NUDT15-thiopurine guideline update authorship plan has been approved by the CPIC Steering Committee. The evidence review is underway.

	CYP2D6 genotype to phenotype standardization project
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Kelly gave an update on this project, which will use a modified Delphi expert consensus panel process to try to reach consensus on processes for assigning CYP2D6 phenotype.  Laboratories conducting CYP2D6 genotyping were identified through CPIC membership and the Genetic Testing Registry (contains US and European companies) and were asked to complete a detailed survey on the definitions they use for translating CYP2D6 genotype to phenotype. Kelly presented the preliminary results and gathered feedback on the call, and discussed next steps of the project; several CPIC members expressed interest in involving additional laboratories, and were encouraged to provide contacts to Kelly.  
	Kelly will continue to follow-up.

	CYP2C19/clopidogrel FDA label change
	Kelly reviewed the most recent FDA label changes for CYP2C19 and clopidogrel (https://www.pharmgkb.org/label/PA166104777). The current label is no longer indication-specific (ACS/PCI). The CPIC guideline at present focuses on ACS/PCI patients. The authors have discussed and do not feel that the FDA label change should alter current CYP2C19/clopidogrel prescribing recommendations in the CPIC guideline.
