	Database/API 
	· Starting to get into details such as validating RxNorm

	· Continue to provide updates; Extensive discussion planned for upcoming CPIC open meeting.  

	PharmVar
	· PharmVar is taking submissions for genes, which will be reviewed by expert panels to assign star alleles/suballeles 
· Goal is for CPIC, PharmVar, and PharmGKB to be on the same page with star alleles 
· CPIC has traditionally not included suballeles in gene tables 
· New – “core alleles” 
· When it comes to new star alleles, CPIC guideline authors will need to evaluate/assign function, which will then be reported on PharmVar
· Need to determine at what frequency will gene tables be updated to reflect new alleles and functions 
· May need to have regularly scheduled contact (e.g., every quarter) with guideline authors regarding any potential updates 
	· Continue to evaluate these points as the CPIC database is developed.  

	Clinical function column
	· CPIC will be moving forward with allele function that can be described in two ways – clinical function and biochemical/molecular function 
· Each allele will have a clinical function; biochemical function will be optional 
· Phenotype assignments will be driven off of clinical function 
	· Continue to evaluate these points as the CPIC database is developed.  It will be important for authors to understand these distinctions and expectations 

	SNOMED submission update
	· The individual responsible for reviewing SNOMED submissions has retired, so all new term submissions are being put “on hold” until further notice. It is unclear when they will have resources to review these new terms.
	· Rose will update the group if new information emerges
