	CPIC Database and API Update
	· Updated flow charts
· Pre and Post Test Alert Flow Charts – 15 files in this format covering ~20 drugs, may or may not be bundled with other drugs
· Available as Excel files on the CPIC guideline webpages
· New method goals: 1) author diagrams independently from Excel; 2) use a format that’s flexible for all desired use cases; 3) get better drug coverage
· Excel not the best tool for these flow charts
· Solution: Google Drawing
· Rose converted all pre and post test alert flow charts to Google Drawing for individual drugs (42 diagrams) along with corresponding test alert files. Language standardized between files. 
· Ryan currently scripting Google Drive API to render local copies of diagrams
· Versioning approach
· Building at data model level
· Many ways to implement versioning at different levels of detail 
· Levels of versioning: 1) version of file artifacts (e.g., Excel files); 2) version of database (e.g., whole DB exports); 3) version of code (e.g., GitHub releases); 4) version of entities (e.g., individual pairs)
· Important that users of the database don’t just rely on data in isolation – need to still read the guidelines and understand the limitations of the genetic information and the importance of integrating the genetic data with other clinical factors to optimize prescribing
