	CPIC Database
	· Michelle provided an overview of the types of files that accompany CPIC guidelines that are being integrated into the database and the issues that have come up with these so far: 
· Allele definition files 
· Allele function files
· Table 1 (genotype to phenotype translation) 
· Table 2 (phenotype to recommendation translation)
· Diplotype to phenotype translation table  
· Gene-based CDS text / flow charts
· Allele frequency files 
· Going back to the guideline authors to clarify issues that have come up
· Need to account for recommendations + considerations when individuals are querying the database – now discussing these types of issues on CPIC author calls 
· Will be scheduling 2-3 calls for all CPIC guideline authors to keep everyone updated on changes to table formats and the allele function SOP
	· James/Michelle/Ryan to keep the group updated on progress 

	Term Standardization - Part 2 
	· First term standardization project was completed in 2016 and published in 2017
· Focused on allele function terms and phenotype terms for drug metabolizing enzymes, transporters and HLA alleles
· Could not reach consensus for certain genes (e.g., VKORC1)
· Non-standardized genes with CPIC guidelines: RYR1, CACNA1S, CFTR, G6PD, IFNL3, VKORC1
· Kelly put together a proposal for part 2 of the term standardization project, which will follow a modified Delphi approach like part 1 did 
· Having clinicians (physicians, clinical pharmacists) involved in this project who aren’t pharmacogenomics experts would be useful 
· Need to make sure we include terms that are being used for non-pharmacogenomic variants (e.g., “likely pathogenic”) that other groups may be using (e.g., ClinGen, ClinVar)
